Notice Of By-Law No. 2008-435
To Regulate The Setting Of Fires
The Purpose of this by-law is to enact regulations respecting the setting of fires that will help to reduce the number of uncontrolled fires that occur in the Township of Stone Mills that have the potential of causing harm to persons and property.
The Effect this by-law has is that all persons setting a fire in the jurisdictional limits of the Township of Stone Mills will be regulated by the provisions contained in this by-law.

By-law 2008-435 includes the following key points:
· Certain Materials shall not be burned under any circumstance which includes but not necessarily limited to: kitchen refuse, plastics, rubber, tar, shingles, styrofoam, refined paper products or any other material that during combustion causes the emission of a toxic or noxious gas or smoke into the atmosphere.

· No person shall set a grass fire at any time;

· Fires in incinerators are prohibited in developed areas defined as lands lying within the Hamlets as recognized by the Official Plan for the Township of Stone Mills, as well as any other area where 5 or more residential dwellings are within a linear distance of 300 meters measured along the road providing access to the residential dwellings;

· Specific setbacks and other requirements apply to permitted fires.
· Check the distances in the by-law for the category of fire you are going to have. Each category of fire has different setback requirements The three categories are, 

          Cooking and Heating, Incinerator Fires, and Brush Fires
